
 

 
 

 
 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



  
 
 
 
 
 
 
This month we remember three important areas of life where we focus on the idea of 
freedom:  
 

�  November 5th – The prevention of a plot to blow up parliament, threatening 
political freedom and our democratic way of life. 

�  November 11th – The victory which ended war and procured freedom and peace 
in Europe. 

�  November 19th – Prison Sunday when we remember those who are imprisoned 
in order to free others from the threat to their person or property. 

 
With all the seeming progress in our 21st century we are still deeply concerned about 
how to preserve our personal freedom. We question the limits of government control 
with increasing legislation to try to prevent terrorism and crime – laws with regard to 
detention, penal reform, stop and search and the proposed introduction of ID cards etc. 
Are we becoming a “nanny” state?! In the wider world context intervention or non-
intervention in countries like Afghanistan, Iraq, Iran, Lebanon/Israel, North Korea, 
Zimbabwe, Sudan… to name but a few. We all have a point of view on how to balance 
true freedom and the limitations of freedom where there is a risk to our way of life or to 
life itself. We may express frustration or even anger at the way those in authority make 
decisions on issues affecting our everyday lives. It is right to speak up and speak out 
for principles of freedom but we must also recognise that the perfect solution is never 
possible.  
 
Freedom comes from a life set free of prejudice and pride, selfishness and self-
centredness. Every time I demand my rights I need to question my motives. True 
freedom – freedom from the excessive demands of what “I” want comes through being 
crucified with Christ, where the “I” is crossed out (†) and we are set free to be who God 
intended us to be. Then we no longer keep fighting for our rights but for what is right. 
We need to be right with God and right with one another, let righteousness be 
established, justice be achieved and peace prevail. The Bible always links peace with 
righteousness, “righteousness and peace have kissed each other”. Righteousness 
(right relationships) is the root and peace is the fruit.   
 
Jesus said, “Love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you”.  It is a 
revolution of love may we be committed to building bridges of friendship in our world so 
that love overcomes hate, trust overcomes suspicion and hope replaces despair and 
we will live in freedom and peace with all people.
